Introduction

The objective of the Thursday ‘night’ Madrasah @ Masumeen is to utilize the Masumeen Islamic Centre on Thursday nights to provide our community children and adults an opportunity to learn and expand their knowledge in accordance to the Qur'an, the Sunna of Prophet Muhammed [saw], and his Ahlul-Bayt [as]. 

The Thursday ‘night’ Madrasah @ Masumeen will be managed by the Thursday ‘night’ Madrasah @ Masumeen Administration jointly with the Masumeen Management Committee. Its specific objectives are: i) individual student progress in Qur’an fluency and Dua recitation, ii) students to give back to the Masumeen Community by participating in Qur’an and Dua recitation during programs at Masumeen, and iii) increase overall participation and attendance at the Masumeen Islamic Centre.

This registration form caters to introduction and recitation of General and Ramadhan Dua, beginning in July 2007 to the end of September 2007 for approximately 11 weeks. 

The long-term goal is to provide ongoing additional courses, based on student and community need and resource availability, to be determined and be coordinated with the Masumeen Management Committee (MMC).
Parents please note: Each course has a pre-requisite and the registering students will be evaluated during registration to ensure compliance. Please ensure that you have read and understood these pre-requisites in order to set an accurate expectation for the student. Only those meeting the pre-requisite will be accepted.

Registration Date 

The registration will be conducted ‘downstairs’ at the Masumeen Islamic Centre on July 5 2007 (ONLY). This will be between the hours of 7pm to 8pm. First come first serve policy will be in effect.  The class maximum is 10 – 15 depending on course (please see below under appropriate course code description).

All students will be evaluated as this time. Please adhere to the signs posted downstairs and have the registration form filled to help speed up the process. Full payment due upon registration.

Pre-requisite: Student must be over the age of bulug and have taken the course (CDR1F) at the previous Thursday ‘night’ Madrasah @ Masumeen course offering. Students that are not graduates will be assessed by a tutor during registration for acceptance and advised accordingly. 

Description:  Students will be taught the recitation of Dua-Kumail and Dua-e-Tawassul. The focus will be on correct pronunciation, flow, and fluency. Students should aim to recite in a congregation at course completion. Maximum number of students is 10 in each course on first come first serve basis and minimum of 5.

YQI2B – Introduction to Beginner Quran (Girls & Boys)

Pre-requisite: Students must be in the 6 to 8 year age group. 

Description:  Students will be taught reading Qura’nic words (YQI1B) and short chapters from the Qur’an (YQI2B) with a preparation and focus to introduce them to recitation, memorization, and the atmosphere of being a student in a community Islamic environment. Maximum number of students is 15 on first come first serve basis and minimum of 5. 
Attendance: Students are required to be on time.  Any student who is 10 minutes late into the class will be allowed to participate, but will be marked absent.  Any student who has more than 2 absence and/or 2 lates will not qualify for any award if any.
Dress code:  Proper Islamic Hijab for girls is mandatory as well as younger boys will be required to wear an Islamic cap.

Behavior: Students are expected to have mutual respect and use appropriate classroom language.  Any student who is found to disrupt the class or misbehaves will be removed from the class for the duration of the program

Expectation: Students are expected to practice the given assignments for at least ½ hour every day.   It is an expectation that the parent/guardian will review their child’s recitation on a daily basis.  The students shall participate in the Masumeen Islamic Centre programs during or after graduation.
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Evaluation: Students will be expected to successfully complete the evaluation process to qualify for graduation.

For recitation of Dua and Qur’an students are expected to be in the state of wudhu for the class
